For Parents of College Bound Seniors

Colleges report that one of the major reasons students drop out of college is financial burdens brought on by credit card debt.  Here are a few pointers to discuss with your child before he/she heads off to college:

1. Credit cards are not “free money”; they are a loan in disguise.

2. Consider using a debit card instead of a credit card.

3. Avoid impulse shopping on credit cards.

4. Save credit cards for an emergency.

5. Pay bills promptly to keep finance and other charges to a minimum.

6. Remember that problems with credit cards, such as late or missed payments, stay in a credit report for seven years.
